For outstanding contributions to lichenology
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Dr. Isao Yoshimura is the first President of the
Japanese Society for Lichenology and emeritus
Professor of Kochi Gakuen College. He was
interested in lichens in his young ages, contacting
with Professor Yasuhiko Asahina. His first paper
on Japanese lichens was published in 17-years old.
As his doctor thesis is “eastern Asian Lobaria” in
1971, he started as a taxonomist, then he studied
Anzia group. At present, he is a famous authority
of taxonomy of both genera. He published a book
titled “Lichen Flora of Japan in colour” in 1974.
This book helped not only Japanese lichenologists
but also foreign people, especially Asians about
identification of lichens. After that his study was
enlarged to other fields of lichenology and his
publications are more than 200 and for these four
decades he has led many Japanese lichenologists.
He was a councilor of IAL and several times
attended lichen field trips and IAL meetings.
Therefore, he has many friends of lichenologists all
over the world and many lichenologists visited his
laboratory. Six years ago he established the
Japanese Society for Lichenology. Many scientists
join this society and many papers are submitted a
new journal of this society. His efforts contribute
on development of lichenology not only in Japan

but also in the world.
